It is impossible to imagine the modern world without
transport, the use of which is significantly affecting the climate.
Fuel consumption and road construction considerably
confribute to the greenhouse gas emission.

In comparison with a personal car, a train is a more
environmentally friendly vehicle for long distances, while
urban public transport is preferable for short distances.
Bicycle is the most environmentally friendly vehicle.

Years ago Belarusians were using wooden bicycles.
